The United States of America, acting through the Millennium Challenge Corporation (“MCC”) on 26 July, 2013 signed a five-year, $140 million compact with the Government of Georgia to advance economic growth and reduce poverty in Georgia. 

The Government, acting through Millennium Challenge Account - Georgia (“MCA-Georgia”), intends to apply a portion of the MCC Funding to eligible payments under a contract for which the Request for Expression of Interest is issued. Any payments made under the proposed contract will be subject, in all respects, to the terms and conditions of the Compact and related documents, including restrictions on the use of MCC funding and conditions to the disbursements of MCC funding.  No party other than the Government and the MCA-Georgia shall derive any rights from the Compact or have any claim to the proceeds of MCC Funding. 

The Government of Georgia (GoG) created the Millennium Challenge Account - Georgia (MCA-Georgia), a Legal Entity of Public Law under Georgian law, as the accountable entity to implement the Compact program and to exercise and perform the Government’s right and obligation to oversee, manage, and implement the Compact. 

This Request for Expression of Interest (“REOI”) follows the General Procurement Notice that appeared in UNDB Online on July 17, 2018, dgMarket on July 17, 2018, State Procurement Agency of Georgia, on July 17, 2018, and was posted on the MCA-Georgia website www.mcageorgia.ge on July 17, 2018.  
For the implementation of the Compact, the MCA-Georgia now seeks a Consulting Firm, which will develop online resources for teacher continuous professional development to support Georgia Compact II with focus on the Training Educators for Excellence Activity for STEM human capital development.   
A consultant will be selected in accordance with the Selection Based on Consultants Qualification (CQS) procedures set out in the MCC Program Procurement Guidelines. 

The overall goal of this assignment is to provide high quality online resources in Georgian for VII-XII grade Science teachers across Georgia. Thus, the expected deliverable is the production of the WEB-based Virtual Lab (WVL) in Physics, Chemistry, and Biology. These resources should help teachers create student-centered, interactive and experiential learning environment in the science learning-teaching process

The entire scope of work will begin in October 2018 and end in May 2019, a total of 8 months from initiation to completion.

Interested consultants shall provide information indicating that they are qualified to perform the services (brochures, description of similar assignments, experience in similar conditions, availability of appropriate skills among staff, etc.) Consultants may associate to enhance their qualifications.
